BOARD MEETING HIGHLIGHTS & UPDATES 
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BOARD MEETING TUESDAY, DECEMBER 20,  2016 
(this special meeting was held at Quail Run Clubhouse since the regular interim Board Meeting 

was cancelled on Wednesday, December 14, 2016 due to an ice storm.) 
  

 
¶ The Board approved the ñHiking in the Columbia Gorgeò trip May 2 -5, 2017 as presented by Helen 
Martz and Carol Ipsen.  The trip is limited to 12 participants at a cost of $310 for members and $385 
for non-members.  

¶ Finance Director, Lynn Bruno, reported that the transfer from US Bank to Key Bank should be com-
pleted by the end of December and the Key Bank credit card equipment is in place ð and working. 

¶ It was reported that the Aspen Lane trip has not collected enough sign ups to cover the costs.  It was 
suggested that the trip captains not receive their $60 trip captain rewards and charge $4.00 extra per 
person.  Another suggestion was for the trip captains to keep their rewards and charge participants 
each an extra $7.00ðif necessary. 

¶ The Board reviewed renewing the contracts for the Vetôs Club and Macôs for 2017.  The Vetôs have not 
increased the rent of $225 per month.  Macôs has not indicated any increase.  The Board approved the 
forthcoming contracts to be signed prior to the January Board Meetingðwith some leeway. 

¶ Janice Wardan reported that the City of Eugene Parks and Recreation Committee has approved a res-
ervation for Altairôs 30th Anniversary Celebration of Saturday, August 5, 2017.
