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Having trouble with  GoogleGroup emails? 

We have been trying to solve problems with GoogleGroup emails. Since not everyone get the emails right now, please share 
this info with people you hear are not receiving them, or have them contact me at tomerydith@gmail.com 

To receive AltairGroup announcements, you are automatically enrolled in Google Groups, unless you have opted out of re-
ceiving the emails. You do not need any special accounts, like Gmail. You can use any email address you choose, but emails 
will be sent to the last email address I was given, but can be changed by contacting me. Changing your email address during 
membership renewal does not automatically update GoogleGroups. 

If people are not receiving any emails, it is probably an incorrect email address. Please check the Member Roster to verify 
your email address, it should be the same as GoogleGroups, or send me an email requesting I verify it. The other possibility is 
your email service is not delivering it, or putting it in a folder you don’t normally see (Spam, Trash, or something else) and 
you may need to check those folders daily. This is because of filters in your email service, filters will block or sort messages 
according to what it thinks you want and may be controlled in your browser settings (I don’t know anything about this but it 
may be searchable in help for your service). Some have fixed this problem by selecting an old message in a file/folder and in-
form the system you wish to receive messages from this sender, or by having altairsports@googlegroups.com listed in your 
contact list.  

If emails are intermittent, it is probably the filters. Follow the hints above. Also, open, read and save emails from Altair to 
show that you want them, and hopefully after awhile your filter service may learn that you want these emails. 

If the email you sent to Altair is not received by anyone, it is because you did not send it from your registered email address. 
This can be a problem for people with multiple email addresses or a new email address. 

To send out an announcement to Altair members, just address the email to altairsports@googlegroups.com     from your reg-
istered email addressand it will be sent to the members. Also, you may not receive a copy of the announcement you sent out.  

Remember, if you change email address, you must submit your new email address to the Altair database 
(jwardan@comcast.net )     and also to GoogleGroups (tomerydith@gmail.com), to keep your contacts up-to-date. 

You should not respond with “Reply All”, unless you think all members should see your reply. 

Remember, the newsletter can always be downloaded from the website to get these suggestions.
